Foreword

This Strategy is the result of the first five years of progress towards integrated
management of the Firth of Clyde and its resources. Working together and in
consultation with the local communities around the Firth, the Strategy represents
broad-based consensus amongst varied organisations and interest groups, on the
issues which must be resolved, and the measures that might be taken to expedite
these. The aim is to secure a healthy future for the Clyde by minimising conflict
between its users and ensuring that its resources - economic, environmental and
community - are used and managed responsibly in a mutually compatible manner
wherever possible.

The publication of the Strategy also marks the starting point for delivering tangible
results from this new co-operative approach. The first phase of the Action Plan will
be put into effect over the next eighteen months. This is a voluntary Plan, a
framework for integrated management of the Clyde. It is through the existing
statutory powers, remit, interest and enthusiasm of all Forum members and of the
wider community, that we will put this Plan into action and progress further towards
our goals. | hope you are able to work with us at this exciting time for the Clyde.

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A framework for developing
Phase 2 of the Strategy

By implementing the Phase 1 Action Plan, improved partnership working should be
fostered among the Forum membership. The linkages between organisations and
individuals which are forged during this phase will be crucial in developing the
remaining proposals into specific actions and responsibilities for inclusion in the
Phase 2 Action Plan. During Phase 1, topic groups will be formed to identify and
develop the Phase 2 actions. There will be one topic group for each of Economy,
Environment, Infrastructure and Community. Each topic group will be chaired by a
member of the Core Group and will be charged with developing into actions those
proposals which fall under their headings, identifying key interest groups and
establishing some degree of responsibility for implementing the action. Appropriate
timescales for each action will also be identified. In addition to this, local sub-
groups may be set up to develop proposals into local actions. In these
circumstances, care would be taken to ensure that local groups and strategic topic
groups were mindful of each others’ work. Regular review throughout Phase 1 will
also feed into the work to develop Phase 2.

The outcome from the topic and local groups will be published as a consultation
draft in 2001. Publication of the final Phase 2 Strategy is estimated for late 2001/
early 2002.
